The purpose of this form is for a market participant to certify that their energy consumption qualifies for the reduced debt retirement charge rate identified in the Reduced DRC Rate Table on the Government of Ontario Web site, Guide 101: “Debt Retirement Charge – General Information”.

The Debt Retirement Charge (DRC) will be paid by Ontario consumers who have benefited from Ontario Hydro’s electrification of the province.  For local utilities in certain communities (see list in Part 3 of this form), electricity has traditionally been supplied by a source other than the former Ontario Hydro.  Electricity users in these communities are liable for a reduced DRC, proportionate to their reliance on the former Ontario Hydro.

The IESO must levy the correct DRC rate on all consumption of electricity relating to the geographic location of where the electricity is consumed regardless of the location the delivery point.

Note: A separate form must be submitted for each local utility identified in Part 3 of this form.

All information submitted in this process will be used by the IESO solely in support of its obligations under the "Electricity Act, 1998", the "Ontario Energy Board Act, 1998", the "Market Rules" and associated policies, standards and procedures and its licence.  All submitted information will be assigned the appropriate confidentiality level upon receipt.
